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	Text9: 13th Annual JMJ 5K and Fun Walk
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	Text21: The purpose of this program is to honor of life of Jessica Meredith Jacobsen (our Warden's daughter) who was a tragic victim of domestic abuse. In it's 13th consecutive year, it not only memorializes Jessica's life, but also supports the charities of the House of Ruth, Immaculate Conception School Tuition Assistance Fund, and the Fr. O’Neill Charities - all which were dear to Jessica's heart. The race starts and ends at Immaculate Conception Church in Towson, MD to mark the location which was the spiritual center of her life. The program was established to help repair the wounds of the Meredith/Jacobson families and to assist other families who also encounter significant challenges.
	Text22: As noted, the program directly and indirectly financially benefits those victims and families helped by the House of Ruth, needy families who require tuition help to attend Immaculate Conception School and the variety of charities that the Fr. O’Neill Charities supports. This occurs through race proceeds, donations and corporate sponsorships. It also benefits the families of Immaculate Conception in the remembrance of someone dear to the parish.

 
	Text23: This primarily allowed for the healing of the affected families, but has grown to a greater purpose in the number of lives it is now benefiting. With a special focus on the children who race it also reinforces the  values of self-motivation, determination, and never giving up.

	Text24: This program was selected as it is our Council's single largest fundraiser, it is the one that has the greatest number of members and non-members participate, and it is the one that provides the most visibility to the council. However, this year the greatest challenge was COVID. We were unable to hold the event at the parish and unable to obtain a permit from Baltimore County; consequently the Council had to adjust and figure out how to continue the event in a virtual format.
	Text25: This year's even was a huge success both financially and visibly. We ultimately had over 327 participants with a Gross Total of $23,027. We had virtual participants from all over the world and also provided a live Facebook ceremony during race day that conveyed the impacts of Jessica and the Race by her family, pastor, coworkers, charities and the Council.
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
