 The “Assigned” - online members 
who have expressed interest in 
joining locally, and have included 
a specific council number. 

 The “Unassigned” - online 
members who have expressed 
interest in joining locally, but have 
not indicated a specific council 
number.
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If no  Preferred Council is specified by new online member…

 He is moved to the Online State Council #98019 as “Unassigned”

 State Online Chair will  immediately contact & welcome the new Member

 And work to identify an appropriate Council per parish affiliation, home 
address and expressed interest of the candidate

 Once assigned he will show up in the assigned Council’s Prospect Tab in 
Officers Online (access granted to Grand Knight and FS)
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Email sent to online member when A “Preferred Council” is 
identified

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Transferring Online Members to

 Online Members must go through the ceremonial before

 GK & FS can transfer Online Members via the Prospect Tab by 
updating the ceremonial date

 When an Online Member transfers to a local council, that 
council receives credit for adding a new member 18

 The Candidate tab located in Officers

 State and Local Councils cannot move 
Online Members from the prospect tab to 
the candidate

 In order to place a pending member into 
the candidate tab, Grand Knights and 
Financial Secretaries must enter 
information as you would for a Form 100.

 Encourage Councils to use the Online Membership portal for new 
members following membership drives

 Promote use of the Online Membership Portal before Degrees

 Ensure that Councils are contacting Prospects ASAP

 Take an active role in ensuring that Councils Welcome and 
Engage New Members and Invite them to an Exemplification of 
Charity, Unity and Fraternity
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By doing so - you will help ensure that the online members “1st 
step” is only a beginning

 That leads to a faith filled life of 
service

 That ensures the growth and 
success of our Councils

 That provides helping hands and 
courageous creative minds to do the 
charitable work of our Order

 That form the Fraternal Bond and life 
long friendships that we all cherish
